Program Managers/Central Managers:

1.  AFI 36-2131, Administration of Sanctuary in the Air Reserve Components was approved and published this month and is now in effect.  Please take note of some of the significant changes to the program:

a) Eliminated requirement to submit waiver packages on members in the Sanctuary Monitoring Zone (17 yrs, 3 months through 17 years, 11 months, 29 days Total Active Federal Military Service TAFMS).  Packages are still required if the tour will take the member into the Sanctuary Zone (18 to 20 years TAFMS).

b) New Statement of Understanding (attachment 3 in AFI).  Please begin using this new form immediately.  

c) Sanctuary waiver packages for members in or nearing the sanctuary zone will no longer be submitted to AF/REP for final coordination.  Final approval for packages is ARPC/CC.  Please ensure packages are forwarded to DPAF at least 2 weeks in advance to ensure we have enough time to review, coordinate any needed changes and staff through all channels here at ARPC.

d) The AFI includes a form for members invoking sanctuary.

2.  As ARPC has no oversight on MPA orders that are cut by your organizations, it is imperative that program managers closely monitor members going on MPA tours that may be nearing or in the sanctuary zone, especially if a tour is being extended and it could potentially take the member into the Sanctuary Zone.  Please ensure waivers are processed for our voluntary members supporting contingency operations, that are or will be sanctuary eligible.  A review of the TAFMS on newly assessed members to your programs should be taken into consideration also.  The attached rosters identify individuals with at least 16 years, 6 months – 19 years, 11 months, 29 days of TAFMS and should help when processing waiver requests.   Remember when in doubt please give us a call.
